7.1 The course is anticlockwise around the Isle of Wight, i.e.

Start Line

Cowes (Port)

Needles (Port)

St.Catherines Point (Port)

Bembridge Ledge Buoy (Port)

Finish Line
8.0 MARKS

9.0 START LINE

9.1 The start line outside Langstone Harbour is a transit line formed by the Roway Wreck marker (red and black pole with two black balls) and the redundant brick chimney at the entrance to Langstone Harbour. Boats MUST cross this line in a westerly direction and MUST pass to the SOUTH of the Roway Wreck marker.

10.0 START PROCEDURE

10.1 The race will be self-started; there will be no flags or warning signals. There is no set start time. Skippers

must record their own start time.
11.0 RECALLS

11.1 There is no set start time, hence no recalls
12.0 SHORTENING COURSES

12.1 Does not apply.
13.0 TIME LIMIT

13.1 The time limit for all boats is 24 hours.

14.0 RACE ABANDONEMENT

14.1 Does not apply.
15.0 FINISH LINE

15.1  The finish line ECA LINE - The line is the extension of a line through the centre of the two yellow triangles in

front of ECA club house.

15.2 Skippers must record their own finish times, using the same instrument (watch or preferably GPS) that they

used to record the start time. Skippers must record their start and finish, on the signing-on sheet in the club

house or by email to cruisers@tudorsailing.org.uk; times and any use of engines must be recorded within 48

hours of the last boat finishing the race; failure to record your finish time within this time limit will result in

disqualification from the race.

16.0 PROTESTS

16.1 Protests must be lodged with either the Cruiser Captain or the Sailing Secretary within 24 hours of the last

boat finishing the return leg.

16.2 You are reminded that a valid protest requires a red flag (letter ‘B’ or other suitable red material) to be flown

from the rigging and you MUST attempt to notify the offender by vocal or VHF hail at the earliest opportunity

(the word ‘protest’ is all that is needed).
